DIRECTIONS FOR USED CLOTHING BOX UPKEEP

1. Tie any open or loosely tied bags of clothing.

2. Bag any loose or boxed clothing (It is permissible to leave a box full of shoes as is.   However, St. Pauly wants everything else bagged.)  A case of bags can be found just inside the door you entered and to the left.

3. Stack (sandbag style-see diagram above shoot) all tied bags of clothing and other acceptable items (see list below) as close as possible to the double doors at the south end (the end opposite the single door through which you enter) of the building.

4. Break down any empty cardboard boxes, fold and stack them against the east wall (the one opposite the clothing shoot).

5. Throw unacceptable items in the trash at the Simpson Center
6. When leaving the building be sure to turn the handle on the door so that it holds the door tightly closed and relock the latch.

7. The key for the lock is in the back porch closet of the Simpson Center in the bucket.  Please return it to the bucket after you finish.

All clothing, soiled or clean is acceptable.  They find ways to use it all.  So, you don’t need to throw away any clothing.  And you don't need to sort through the clothing.
